






next generation of the 7D will be the 7D Mark II, rather than 
the 8D. Either way, the 7D is a great start as a first-generation 
mid-range hybrid or HDSLR. Let’s hope the next iteration will 
concentrate on further improving the video feature set, espe-
cially the handling, and not increase the number of pixels but 
concentrate on further improving the high ISO quality. In the 
meantime, thanks to the added ruggedness, speed of operation 
and improved focusing, the 7D is pretty much a completely vi-
able alternative to the much bigger, heavier and far more costly 

EOS 1D models for several thousands of dollars less outlay.
